Old Business:

Adrian Auto Body: Revised Site Plans were reviewed with the Board by Mr. Doebbler of Mastromonoco Consulting Engineers for Adrian Auto Body 3330 Old Crompond Road. The Board agrees that the revised site plan does not show any mitigation for work performed in the wetland buffer. When we last saw the plans on 9/3/2010 we discussed that the proposed treatment of the slope was inadequate and discussed appropriate mitigation.
A part of the proposed work is within a wetland buffer on the Eastern side of the property. The proposed work disturbs the existing slope and removes several mature Norway Spruces.

Mitigation is required to protect the slope from erosion and also restore the natural habitat within the wetland buffer. Existing proposal of planting the entire slope with Rye Grasses is inadequate. 

The CB encourages the applicant to plant the slope with a wildflower mixture along with groups of shrubs to protect the slope and restore the natural habitat.

In addition, The CB requests the applicant also mitigate the removal of the existing trees by planting new trees either on the slope or elsewhere on the site. Applicant should consult a qualified professional to assist them in this mitigation.
