· Bonsignore Mitigation Plan: Bruce Donohue presented the Mitigation Plans for Bonsignore Minor Subdivision. Bruce explains that all invasives that are common to the area are present. The intent is to remove the invasives not by pulling them but by cutting and swabbing with Rodeo. This will be performed by a licensed applicator. Number one sized container plants will be planted along the wall. The Board suggests that the containers are too small and to use larger containers. Three to five gallon in size would have a much better chance of survival.  The treatment being used to eradicate invasive species on the site is thoughtful in applying herbicide in a controlled manner.
