GENERAL NOTES

1. All work and materials shall be in accordance with these plans, specifications, any revisions thereto, and the
rules and regulations of the Town of Yorktown.

2. The subsurface information shown hereon is not guaranteed as to accuracy or completeness. The Contractor
shall verify the location of all existing utility lines whether in public right-of-way, in easements, or in private
property prior to starting any excavation and shall be responsible for the same. The Contractor shall be
responsible for contacting the Underground Facilities Protective Organization, pursuant to N.Y.S. Law, 16
NYCRR Code 753.

3. The Contractor shall be responsible for the relocation of any utility service line or valve which is in
interference with the proposed work.

4. Existing trees shall be preserved and protected wherever possible and shall only be removed with the approval
of the Engineer. Tree roots shall be avoided wherever possible. Where tree roots cannot be avoided, they shall
be cut cleanly. Tree roots shall be kept moist while trenches are open.

5. The Contractor shall verify all existing and proposed elevations in the field.

6. The maintenance and protection of traffic schemes, both pedestrian and vehicular, shall be the responsibility of
the Contractor. Access to all commercial, institutional and residential parking facilities shall be maintained at
all times. A safe means of pedestrian access to and from all points within the contract limit shall be provided.
The Contractor must submit traffic maintenance and staging schemes in writing to the Engineer for approval.
All traffic maintenance devices, including, but not limited, to temporary signs, barricades, steel plates, lights
and warning signals, shall be constructed and displayed in accordance with the rules and regulations of the
Town of Yorktown and the Federal MUTCD.

13. All drainage pipes shall be smooth-interior high density polyethylene corrugated pipe unless noted otherwise.

14. Any existing pipes which are not shown on these plans which are currently discharging into existing storm
drainage facilities designated for removal shall be reconnected to new drainage structures.

15. The Contractor shall prevent the formation of any low spots where water can collect behind new curb or
sidewalk and any possible redirection of runoff onto private property and shall take whatever corrective
measures are necessary. The Contractor is responsible, at no cost to the Owner, to correct any deleterious water
ponding areas.

16. Existing valves and manhole covers to remain shall be adjusted to finished grades where required.

17. Existing pavement shall be sawcut in a straight line where it is to be bounded by new pavement.

19. Fill material shall be free from organic matter, loam and frozen material. Soft or spongy areas after compaction
shall be removed, the pocket drained and refilled with select material.

1. All erosion control measures downslope of the proposed work
area shall be in place as shown on the erosion control drawings
prior to the start of construction.

2. Final grades shall be established as quickly as possible and
topsoiled and seeded to provide a turf which will stabilize slopes
and prevent erosion.

3. Slopes to remain open during construction shall be protected with
mulch and staked tobacco netting.

4. Catch basins and drain inlets shall be protected as shown on the
erosion control drawings throughout the construction period and
until all disturbed areas are thoroughly stabilized.

5. Soil stockpiles shall not be allowed on steep slopes, in drainage
swales or in wetland areas. Soil stockpiles shall be surrounded
with silt fencing and seeded.

6. Erosion control measures shall be inspected after each rainfall and
shall be cleaned, repaired or replaced as required.

2. Tree protection fencing shall be placed per detail along the limits of
new pavements inside the area between the trees to remain and the
pavements, or at their drip-lines, and shall completely enclose the tree
protection areas to prevent soil and root compaction. No
encroachments, including storage of materials, staging, or parking of
vehicles shall be permitted in these areas. If temporary access is
required for construction of improvements procedures to prevent soil
compaction and root damage will be required. Methods include use of
6” of mulch, ¾” plywood over 4” of mulch, or other Best Management
Practices recommended by the International Society of Arboriculture
(ISA). Mulch and protective measures shall be removed from the tree
protection area once the threat of soil and root damage has passed.

3. Stakeout the location of the curbing and drainage pipe and excavate
with an AirSpade® or compressed air and make proper root pruning
cuts to avoid tearing and ripping of roots that results from conventional
mechanical soil removal equipment. For drainage pipe installation,
bridge roots 1” diameter and greater where possible.

GENERAL PLANTING NOTES

1. Plant bed along the front foundation shall receive a 12” minimum depth of topsoil placed in a
manner that prevents compaction.

2. All new plant material shall be nursery grown and conform with ANSI Z60.1 American Standard
for Nursery Stock and shall be healthy, vigorous, and pest-free.

3. Plants shall be subject to inspection and approval at the nursery or site before planting work
begins.

4. Plant locations and quantities shall be as shown on the plans and shall take precedence over
quantities shown in the Plant List.

5. Plant location shall be staked it the field for approval before installation.

6. Plant material (root balls and containers) shall be kept moist until planted and shall not be
permitted to dry out. Installations should be watered deeply immediately after planting and shall be
monitored for the first two weeks after planting to maintain even moisture.

7. Contractor shall guarantee plant material for one year from the time of written final approval.

8. All areas disturbed for clearing of weedy-growth at margins of the property shall receive 3” of
shredded bark mulch unless designated to be seeded for lawn.

9. Upon final grading and placement of 4” of topsoil, lawn areas shall receive the following:

Fertilizer: Lesco 10-0-8 or equivalent, applied at manufacturer's rate
Seed: Applied at a rate of 100 lbs. per acre as follows:

Kentucky Bluegrass 20%
Creeping Red Fescue 40%
Perennial Ryegrass 20%
Annual Ryegrass 20%

Mulch: Salt hay or small grain straw applied at rate of 50-90 lbs per 1,000 sf
Watering: Initial watering to prevent drying of seeds and shoots to a depth of 2” shall be

daily for Week 1 then every other day for Weeks 2 and 3. After germination and 
establishment, watering shall be less frequent but deeper, watering to a depth of 3-5 ft

GENERAL MAINTENANCE OF PLANT MATERIAL

1. INITIAL: During the period of establishment of the plant material, which is generally 2 years from
the time of planting, the installation should receive supplemental water equivalent to 1” of rain per
week. Slow, deep soaking of the root zones should occur to a depth of at least 12”.

2. FALL: In preparation for winter, watering must be maintained from mid-August through September
to allow plants to tolerate winter water stress.

3. SPRING: Mulch should be checked in spring and re-applied to maintain a depth of 2” throughout
plant beds to facilitate moisture retention. Mulch beds shall be weeded.

4. SUMMER: Monitoring for pest infestations and drought should occur in the summer with
supplemental water applied as described above. Early summer pruning of spring-glowering shrubs
can be performed to maintain size and form. Mulch beds shall be weeded.

5. LATE SUMMER/FALL: Late summer and fall watering as described above is required to prepare
plant material for winter. Fall pruning of summer flowering shrubs can be performed to maintain
size and form.
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
